Only farm yard is at start/end of Night Walk and it is adjacent to walk not the middle of it.

· After some difficulties in 2012, the leader of the night walk heading off from Gearstones should leave some minitorches (science cupboard) on wall tops to guide the return.  Recommend 10.

· Leader needs ability to correct any errors made in navigation and return the group to planned route or find an alternative safe route.

· If the party is to split, adults in charge of each group will need the above skills.   

· The whole party needs to be informed of intended route and have access to maps. At least one person to have a whistle.  Each person needs to be made aware of what to do in the event of getting lost.  

· Adults to have designated groups of children and carry out regular head counts.

Walk pre-visited March 2011 

Set off by 8.15 (adult 1hr 15 mins on pre-visit with note taking and photographs therefore should be back by 10-10.30pm)  Take footbridge at start of walk rather than ford.

There is only one section of this evening walk that is not on obvious path (although part of the Ribble Way): 787 787  to 789 784  but this is enclosed by a wall so you can’t leave the area without finding the correct gate/stile). Orientate map prior to beginning this section.

Start of ‘tricky section’ (from other side):
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End of ‘tricky section’:
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Adults to take torches as well as usual safety equipment e.g, first aid kits, whistle. Pupils to carry waterproofs and warm clothes in day sacks.

Pupils not to enter any dilapilated buildings on route:
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Pupils not to be allowed too close to potential hazard at God’s Bridge 798 776 (risk of fall into water and hole under bridge - see below)

River Study

Winterscales Beck

	Pupils to be under close supervision when exploring the area marked ‘Caves’ near Philpinn Lane. Pupils can peer safely into the horizontal cave opening and clamber over rocks.

Teacher to make judgement as regards flow levels of Beck before determining how close to the beck the children can walk. If levels are low, then children in wellies can walk along the beck looking for resurgences (Where a spring of a river appears above ground after the river having been flowing underground. Above the spring is Limestone and below is impermeable rock) and silt deposits.
The sides of the beck are quite steep in places. This should be manageable with care in dry conditions.  May need to stick to route of path more closely in wet weather.

Be aware of vehicles on agricultural road/track.  In 2014, we will have to park a little further from the start of the walk, so more care needed on this track.
If there are cattle in a field, walk as a tighter group and ensure that group does not come between a mother and its calf.

Do not deviate from path as you cross Gunnerfleet Farm.
