	· Appropriate supervision levels to be in place and strict supervision followed.  The supervision ratio is a minimum of 1:10.

· Rules of behaviour to be clearly explained to pupils before they are allowed onto platform, in particular out of bounds areas and the need to stay away from platform edge and not run or push people on the platform. 

· Group to be supervised when moving onto platform, and at all times on platform.  No person to be within 2m of platform edge until train stopped in station

· If the waiting room at the station is open and not full, staff should keep the pupils in the waiting room until the train arrives.  This is almost always possible at New Pudsey.

· Pupils to enter / exit carriages once train is stationary in single file led by adult & brought up at rear by adult.

	· Where possible, pupils should all be sat in the same carriage.  Where this is not possible then there should be adequate supervision in each carriage, with at least one member of staff in each carriage.

· Pupils told not to open or close carriage doors.  They should also be told not to open or lean out of windows.  

· Where possible, pupils to be seated throughout whole of journey.  If pupils need to leave their seats for any reason during the journey they must inform a supervising adult and go as a minimum in pairs, one pair at a time. 

· Head counts carried out on entering train, during journey and at destination station as they leave the train.  

· Every adult & child must be clear on the actions they should take the event of being left on train or platform. An emergency sticker or card with school name and contact details should be issued to children. All adults should have leader and other adult mobile numbers , as well as school.
