Adolescent Harmful Sexual Behaviour can be directed at people close to them and in many cases this means their siblings. To address issues arising from Sibling HSB the AIM Project has developed this two-day course for professionals in Youth Justice, Social Care and those working in therapeutic fields.
This course considers and explores the characteristics of Sibling HSB and seeks to improve professionals’ confidence and ability to respond therapeutically to these situations.  Day 1 will consider messages from research, exploring the prevalence, impact and relational consequences of HSB.
